SELF-MADE SATISFACTION
It had been a long, hard, wonderful day. The two of us had walked from the sea's edge through the
length of a beautiful valley, climbed a superb mountain, traversed its narrow, rocky ridge, and now
stood on its final peak, tired, happy and looking for the perfect camp site.
The experienced backpacker has a natural feeling for such things, and our eyes were drawn to a
small blue circle on the map, like an eye winking at us. We could not see it from where we were,
but we followed out judgement and descended steeply until it came into view.

We were right. It was a calm pool, with flat grass beside it. Gently taking our packs off, we
made the first of many cups of tea before putting up our tent. Later that evening, over another cup
of tea and after a good meal, we sat outside the tent watching the sun set over a glittering sea dotted
with islands, towards one of which a ferry was slowly moving. It is not always so perfect, of course.
On another trip, with a different companion, a thoroughly wet day had ended at a lonely farm.
Depressed at the thought of camping, we had knocked and asked if we could use a barn as a shelter.

Backpacking could be defined as the art of comfortable, self-sufficient travel on foot.
Everything you need is in the pack on your back, and you become emotionally as well as physically
attached to it. I once left my pack hidden in some rocks while I made a long trip to a peak I
particularly wanted to climb.
